Since 1974 the Colonial Pennsylvania Plantation has offered on -site pro-
grams related to 18th century farm life through its ol 7 ving adtivities or y 0
Students will take a tour of the plantation's buildings and grounds and have time
for questions and answers with local historians. There will be hands  -on activities
for the children to participate in such as candle making and some 18th century chores!

The second trip is to Paradise Farm Camps on June 4th, in Downingtown. In this Environmental
Education program, guided instruction and free exploration of our 600 acres of hills, meadows,
forests, and waterways allow students to gain a deeper understanding and appreciation for the
world around them. All of the lessons are designed to help teachers meet the standards set

forth by the Pennsylvania Academic Standards for Science and Technology and Environment

and Ecology.

During the remainder of the year we plan to focus on reading strategies to strengthen reading
skills, and basic facts to prepare for higher level computation. We are still going strong with
our First In Math  website competition. Please encourage your child to  show you what they can
do with First in Math at home. Many students are learning above grade level math! Study

Island is another website that we are still using for language arts and math instruction and
