Based on parent response from the uniform dress survey conducted during the month of May at
the elementary level, the Board of School Directors has approved a uniform dress policy for all
elementary students, effective in the 2011-12 school year. The uniform dress policy is mandatory
and will be the same across the district for all students in grades K-5.

Uniform Bottom Wear

» Color Choices: Black or Tan Khaki bottoms (must be plain with no decoration or
labels/logos)

»  Boys may wear long pants or shorts.

»  Girls may wear long pants, shorts, Capri pants, jumpers, skirts, skorts, dresses

»  Bottom wear should be appropriately sized, worn at the waistline and must be the appropriate
length.

+ Cargo pants may not be worn

Uniform Shirts

» Color Choices: Red, White, Black (or a variation thereof)- no other colors are acceptable
»  Shirts must have a collar (polo style)

» Shirts should be appropriately sized for neat appearance and neatly tucked.

Other Shirts
»  Sweatshirts, Cardigans, and Sweaters must be red, white, or black- Hoodies may not be worn
in school

Shoes
» No changes have been made to the shoe policy

Socks/Leggings
» Socks and leggings (under jumpers, skirts, skorts, or dresses) must be a solid color: white,
red, or black if they are visible
